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Nahr el-Bared Camp (NBC)
Reconstruction, Relief and Recovery
Funding Needs and Donations Received

By August 2009, donors had generously
contributed $101.3 million, including through
the Multi-Donor Trust Fund, towards the
reconstruction of NBC out of a total of $328
million required to rebuild the camp. The funds
received so far will cover the construction of
Packages 1 and 2 and most of Package 3, in
addition to some new schools in the rebuilt
UNRWA compound. A shortfall of $226.7 million
for the reconstruction must be raised over

the next two years. In addition, UNRWA has
received $11.8 million for rubble removal. $2.9
million is being sought to cover the shortfall
for this activity and for Unexploded Ordnance
(UXO) clearance operations in the official camp.
Afurther $3.2 million is needed for similar
operations in the most heavily damaged parts
of the Prime Areas in the adjacent areas. The
Government of Lebanon is also seeking $116
million to rehabilitate the NBC adjacent areas
and surrounding Lebanese municipalities.

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Since the start of the conflict in 2007, donors have
responded generously to UNRWA's three distinct
appeals: the Flash Appeal, launched at the outset of
the crisis, raised $16.5 million; the Emergency Appeal
(EA), launched in September 2007 to cover continuing
humanitarian support (September 2007 to August
2008), raised $44.2 million; and the Relief and Early
Recovery Appeal (RERA), launched in September
2008, requested $42.7 million for 16 months to cover
assistance. By August 2009, $25.2 million had been
received for relief and recovery activities.
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The RERA will be extended into 2010, rather than be
replaced by a fourth appeal. The provision of assistance
for temporary accommeodation, food and other support
to vulnerable families, additional health and education
costs, the implementation of recovery projects, and the
coverage of ongoing costs such as water supply, power
generation and maintenance in all the temporary
facilities supporting the displaced families of NBC,
need to continue until the camp is rebuilt. These costs
are estimated at $32 million for 2009-2011. Failure

to cover this assistance could jeopardise the entire
reconstruction.
