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Nahr el-Bared camp in October 2007,
after the end of hostilities
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UNRWA led the emergency relief efforts from

the outset in coordination with the UN Resident
Coordinator’s Office, the UN Country Team, Red Cross
and Red Crescent societies and NGOs. Most refugees
fled to Beddawi camp close to Tripoli and were
initially provided with temporary accommodation in
displacement centres set up in schools, mosques,
kindergartens, and community centres or were
hosted by families or friends. The emergency
response also focused on other critical assistance,
such as the provision of food, basic healthcare, water

supplies and sanitation facilities. When the extent
of the crisis became clear, UNRWA established

the Project Management Unit (PMU) in November
2007 to coordinate longer-term relief and recovery
operations, as well as the reconstruction of NBC
itself. Services were developed to meet the needs
of families facing a long period of displacement.

In February 2009, the PMU merged with UNRWA's
North Lebanon Area Office to become the Northern
Management Unit (NMU). The NMU now provides all
of UNRWA's normal services in the north.
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
