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Nahr el-Bared Camp (NBC)
Humanitarian Support and
Continuing Relief Assistance

As refugees fled NBC, UNRWA's response was to
convert Beddawi camp’s schools and community
buildings into emergency displacement centres.
Partitions and shower facilities were installed,
and the supply of electricity and water to all
facilities in which displaced families sought
refuge was increased. UNRWA supported the
entire camp population by lining the streets with
additional rigid water tanks, and boosted waste
disposal by extending the sanitation labour force.
Food was distributed, along with non-food items
such as blankets and mattresses. Initially no
differentiation was made between the families
displaced from NBC and their hosts, with a higher
level of secondary healthcare coverage provided
to both populations.

UNRWA continues to provide most of the
displaced refugees with their most fundamental
daily needs: shelter, food, water and sanitation.
We are providing rental subsidies totalling
almost $0.5 million per month to 3,200

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displaced families to enable them to rent temporary
accommodation in NBC’s adjacent areas, Beddawi camp
or further afield. Payment is made every three months
and each family now receives $150 per month.

Food parcels - containing about 40% of total daily
calorific needs per person per day - provide refugees
with basic nutrients and free the limited resources they
have to buy fresh meat and vegetables. The food parcels
include rice, sugar, milk powder, vegetable oil, and
pulses. Infant food parcels are also distributed. In future,
the food parcels will be monetized into cash or coupons
to allow families to choose what foodstuffs they buy and
when. This will have the added benefit of pumping a
significant amount of money - over $150,000 per month

- into grocery businesses in the NBC area.

The non-food items include blankets, mattresses, quilts,
diapers, hygiene kits, plastic mats, rechargeable lights
and kitchen kits. Special supplies - including clothes,
self-help packages and utensils - were issued to all
families who returned to the adjacent areas.

Since the onset of the crisis, UNRWA has transformed
the initial emergency response into a sustained and
coherent relief programme. Once reconstruction is
fully underway and recovery begins to take off, this
programme will gradually be transformed into a fully-
fledged social safety net, with specific interventions
targeting the most vulnerable groups in the community.
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
