them was destroyed in the course of the three- '

month conflict.
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As part of the emergency operations in 2007,
four schools in Beddawi camp were used as
displacement centres for the refugees from
NBC and the Government of Lebanon made
available Lebanese schools in Tripoli to also
accommodate displaced families. To continue
providing education in the 2007/2008 academic
year, UNRWA rented two premises in Beddawi
and one in Bhanine. Once the displaced families
had been relocated to temporary shelters
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and collective centres or had found rented
accommodation, the UNRWA and government
schools were vacated and again used for
schooling.

As an interim solution, a major construction
effort has created five new prefabricated
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school buildings for displaced students from NBC;

two in Beddawi and three in the NBC adjacent areas.
The first became operational on a triple-shift basis in
November 2007, the others over the course of 2008.

To cope with massive student overcrowding caused by
the crisis, four of the prefabricated schools still have to
operate on a double-shift basis. UNRWA also provided
transportation for 3,000 pupils residing in Beddawi
camp to attend school in Tripoli in 2007. NBC displaced
students outside the north attend schools in the areas
where they temporarily live. Uniforms and school

bags equipped with all the necessary stationery were
distributed to 10,000 affected students now dispersed
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across Lebanon. As more families move into temporary
accommodation in the NBC adjacent areas, UNRWA
will need to transport all secondary school students
from the adjacent areas to Beddawi in the 2009/2010
school year.

One of UNRWA's top priorities is the construction of the
first two permanent schools in the UNRWA compound
beside NBC, before the beginning of the 2010/2011
school year. Ultimately, six school buildings will be
built in this compound to serve the population of the
reconstructed camp, and all schools in both NBC and
Beddawi will eventually operate on a single-shift basis.
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
